Dear Friends of San Pedro Center: 

As many of you know, the physical setting on which the Center is located is not only very 

beautiful but instructive and invitational as well.  For the better part of a year, I have been 

trying to learn more about the different types of birds whose song and colorful plumage mark 

this special piece of God‟s earth.  Little by little I have discovered their particular languages, 

watched them feed and enjoyed their brief periods of rest when they seem less elusive and 

closer to being friends.  Perhaps my personal quest is a metaphor which describes, in part, 

what is always happening here at San Pedro: a dance between a God whose love is boundless and the human 

spirit with its hungers and thirsts. 

Looking back over the past year, it is relatively easy to catalogue events and to list numerical accomplishments: 

human encounters, formation programs, courses of study, guided retreats for individuals, staff days, on-going 

spiritual direction, retreats for seminarians, permanent deacons and priests, group conferences and gatherings, 

parish missions, summer scripture camp, special days of reflection, confirmation and youth retreats. But these do 

not capture the whole picture.  There is also a hidden component.  All that has happened here seems to have a 

common thread: the invitation of a living God engaging the hungering human spirit.  That is a beauty, difficult to 

describe, but real nonetheless. It is an experience that can make a difference. 

As you peruse our offerings for this new year, watch and listen for the voice of the living God who is always eager 

to engage your hungers.
